Kitchen Chemistry Poster Project

Objective: To learn and understand that Ionic Compounds and acids are in the products that we use in our daily lives.  This will be achieved by examining product labels and by examining their ingredients list for recognizable names.  

Requirements:

The Title – “Kitchen Chemistry” including your name.

At least 5 products must be used. The product label and their ingredient list are to be cut out neatly and fastened to the board. At least 10 names and their formula are to be listed. It must be clear which product the formula names are from. Circle or highlight the name on the product label and put your typed compound name and formula near the label.

The names and formula must be typed with the correct use of subscripts.  The names and formulas used must be ionic compounds or acids that you can derive the formula and the name by using only your periodic table, polyatomic ion sheet, and your acid naming guide.  Use each compound only once.

NaCl does not count towards the 10 names minimum.

The majority of your points will come from the proper chemical information but the poster will also be graded upon its appearance/attractiveness. Elements to consider are: color contrast/coordination, spacing of the items, neatness, and legibility.

It is suggested that you gather up all of your labels and get your chemical info together first since that is where most of your points come from.  Then get creative with your title and the appearance of your project.
